We ask for your  prayers for financial support to enable us to 
continue to provide a Christian education for children in a country 
with a Muslim majority and where persecution for minority faiths is 
increasing.

For just £3 a month – that’s 10p a day – your sponsorship can 
help to ensure that a child, in one of the poorest Muslim majority 
countries in the world, can attend a Christian school.
In Bangladesh the government does not have the resources to 
fund the teaching of children.  This means that many of the poorer
 rural children grow up disadvantaged and illiterate.
